1. To receive and consider the audited consolidated financial statements and the reports of the 
directors and of the auditors of the Company for the year ended 31 March 2024.

2. (a) To re-elect Mr. Chan Chi Yuen as executive director of the Company;
(b) To re-elect Mr. Chi Chi Hung, Kenneth as independent non-executive director of the Company;
(c) To re-elect Mr. Yeung Yat Chuen as independent non-executive director of the Company;
(d) To authorise the board of directors of the Company to fix the remuneration of the directors 

of the Company;
(e) To re-elect Mr. Ma Weihua as non-executive director of the Company; and
(f) To re-elect Mr. Gong Huanghui as executive director of the Company.

3. To re-appoint Lau & Au Yeung C.P.A. Limited (currently known as Reanda HK CPA Limited) as auditors 
of the Company and to authorize the board of directors of the Company to fix their remuneration.

4. To give a general mandate to the directors of the Company to repurchase the Company’s shares 
not exceeding 10% of the total number of the existing issued shares.

5. To give a general mandate to the directors of the Company to allot, issue and deal with additional 
Shares of the Company not exceeding 20% of the existing issued shares.

6. To extend the general mandate granted to the directors of the Company to allot and issue 
additional shares of the Company by the number of shares repurchased.

APPROPRIATE BOX MARKED “AGAINST”. Failure to complete any of the boxes will entitle your proxy to cast his votes at his discretion. Your proxy will also be entitled to vote at his discretion on any 
resolution properly put to the Meeting other than those referred to in the notice convening the Meeting.

5. This form of proxy must be signed by you or your attorney duly authorised in writing or, in the case of a corporation, must be either executed under its common seal or under the hand of an officer or attorney 
duly authorized.

6. In the case of joint holders of a share, the vote of the senior who tenders a vote, whether in person or by proxy, will be accepted to the exclusion of the votes of the other joint holder(s) and for this purpose, 
seniority will be determined by the order in which the names stand in the register of members.

7. To be valid, this form of proxy, together with any power of attorney (if any) or other authority (if any) under which it is signed or a notarially certified copy thereof, must be deposited at the Company’s Branch 
Registrar in Hong Kong, Tricor Tengis Limited, at 17/F, Far East Finance Centre, 16 Harcourt Road, Hong Kong not less than 48 hours before the time appointed for holding the Meeting or any adjourned 
meeting (the “Closing Time”).

8. The proxy need not be a member of the Company but must attend the Meeting in person to represent you.
9. Completion and delivery of the form of proxy will not preclude you from attending and voting at the Meeting if you so wish.
10. If you have not yet lodged the form of proxy sent together with the circular of the Company dated 30 July 2024 (the “First Proxy Form”) with the Company’s Hong Kong branch share registrar, you are 

requested to lodge this second form of proxy if you wish to appoint proxy(ies) to attend and vote at the Annual General Meeting on your behalf. In this case, the First Proxy Form should not be lodged with the 
Company’s Hong Kong branch share registrar.

11. If you have already lodged the First Proxy Form with the Company’s Hong Kong branch share registrar, please take note of the following:
(i) subject to (iii) below, if this second form of proxy is not lodged with the Company’s Hong Kong branch share registrar, the First Proxy Form will be treated as a valid form of proxy lodged by you if 

correctly completed and signed. The proxy so appointed by you shall be required to vote in such manner as he/she may be directed under the First Proxy Form and, in respect of the resolution for the re-
election of Mr. Ma Weihua and Mr. Gong Huanghui as a non-executive director and an executive director, respectively, as set out in the supplemental notice of the Meeting, the proxy will be entitled to 
vote at his/her discretion or to abstain from voting on such resolution;

(ii) if this second form of proxy is lodged with the Company’s Hong Kong branch share registrar before the Closing Time, this second form of proxy, if correctly completed and signed, shall revoke and 
supersede the First Proxy Form previously lodged by you. This second form of proxy will be treated as a valid form of proxy lodged by you;

(iii) if this second form of proxy is lodged with the Company’s Hong Kong branch share registrar after the Closing Time, or if lodged before the Closing Time but is incorrectly completed, the proxy 
appointment under this second form of proxy will be invalid. The proxy so appointed by you under the First Proxy Form, if correctly completed, will be entitled to vote in the manner as mentioned in 
(i) above as if this second form of proxy was not lodged with the Company’s Hong Kong branch share registrar.

12. All resolutions set out in the notice and supplemental notice convening the Meeting will be decided by poll at the Meeting in accordance with the requirements of the Rules Governing the Listing of Securities 
on The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited.

13. The complete version of the resolutions and further details in relation thereto are set out in the circular and the notice of the Meeting of the Company both dated 30 July 2024, and the supplemental circular and 
the supplemental notice of the Meeting of the Company both dated 4 September 2024, copies of which may be found on the website of The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited at www.hkexnews.hk and on 
the website of the Company at www.chaoshang.hk.
